	An audit of compliance with the British Committee for Standards in Haematology (BCSH) guidelines for the management of adults’ relapsed and refractory Hodgkin’s lymphoma

	Background
	The BCSH has published guidelines on the investigation and management of adult patients presented with relapsed refractory Hodgkin’s. This audit will review compliance of current practice with the BCSH guideline in relation to diagnosis and ongoing management of these patients.

	Aim and objectives
	1. To review if patients who are considered to have relapsed or have residual disease following primary therapy have had a repeat biopsy or have radiological progression (+/-symptoms).
2. Patients undergoing autologous stem cell transplant (ASCT) have had an adequate response to salvage chemotherapy (at least partial remission (PR) by computerized tomography (CT) criteria).
3. Positron-emission tomography (PET) scan performed post salvage therapy and prior to transplant to document whether complete metabolic remission (CMR) achieved or not in order to guide whether further therapy required or not.
4. Patients should be discussed with the transplant centre at the time of relapse (exact timing to be agreed between transplant centre and peripheral unit but could include at time of relapse, whilst on first-line salvage, following first-line salvage).

	Standards and criteria
	Criteria range: 100%, or if not achieved there is documentation in the case notes that explains the variance.
1. Document that biopsy taken to confirm relapse/residual disease or radiological progression documented.
2. Documented CT PR as a minimum prior to ASCT.
3. PET scan performed prior to transplant.
4. i)  Agreement in place between centre and unit regarding time at which patient 
    should be referred
ii) That this has been adhered to.

	Sample selection:

All patients with relapsed/refractory HL over a 12-month period (24 months may be more appropriate depending on the unit’s patient volumes).
Collect data on the proforma (see below).
