	An audit of compliance with the British Society for Haemtology guideline diagnosis and evaluation of prognosis of adult myelodysplastic syndromes 

	Background
	The British Society for Haematology (BSH) has published guidance on the diagnosis and evaluation of prognosis of adult myelodysplastic syndromes (MDS). This audit will review compliance with some of the recommendations made.

	Aim & objectives
	To review whether patients with MDS are being: 
1. appropriately diagnosed
2. appropriately assessed with regard to prognosis. 

	Standards & criteria
	100% or, if not achieved, there is documentation in the case notes that explains the variance.
1. All suitable patients with suspected MDS should undergo initial assessment that includes a minimum set of investigations, covering history, examination, blood tests and bone marrow examination.
2. All patients with MDS undergoing a bone marrow examination should be classified according to the current WHO classification.
3. Bone marrow cytogenetic analysis should be performed on all patients with suspected MDS having a bone marrow examination. When conventional karyotyping is not possible or fails, fluorescence in situ hybridisation (FISH) or single nucleotide polymorphism (SNP) array analysis should be performed. 
4. At diagnosis, the prognosis for all patients should be calculated using the revised International Prognostic Scoring System (IPSS-R) and IPSS.

	Method

	1. Sample selection
· All patients diagnosed with myelodysplasia in the preceding 12 months.
2. Data to be collected on proforma (see below).
