	Background
	The BSH has published guidance on the screening and management of late and long-term consequences of myeloma and its treatment. This audit will review compliance of your current practice with this guideline.

	Aim & objectives
	To ensure that patients with myeloma have appropriate screening and management of late and long-term consequences of myeloma and its treatment.

	Standards and criteria
	Criteria range: 100%, or if not achieved, there is documentation in the case notes that explains the variance.

1. Offer seasonal inactivated influenza vaccination and a single course of pneumococcal vaccination (PCV13 followed by PPV23).
· Criterion: pneumococcal vaccination offered

· Criterion: annual influenza vaccination offered

· Criterion: offer a schedule of re-vaccination for patients who have  undergone autologous or allogeneic haematopoietic stem cell transplant (HSCT)
2. Reduce bone risk with weight-bearing exercise, bisphosphonates, calcium/vitamin D supplementation and dietary advice.
· Criterion: regular bisphosphonate with calcium/vitamin D supplementation given
3. Routinely (6–12 monthly) monitor patients with chronic kidney disease (CKD) for serum calcium, parathyroid hormone (PTH) and vitamin D
· Criterion: at least annual monitoring of calcium, PTH, vitamin D in those with > CKD 4

4. Offer annual screening for endocrine disorders, hypothyroidism, hypogonadism in males and menopausal symptoms in younger female patients, particularly following intensive (HSCT-based) treatments.
· Criterion: annual endocrine screening following HSCT-based treatment offered
· Criterion: assess patient mood, anxiety and cognitive status through holistic needs assessments (HNAs) at diagnosis or very early in induction treatment (other time points are important but the audit is specifically looking at diagnosis)

	Look at 30 patients with myeloma who are >3 years from first treatment.
